Photo conditions

Black and white as well as colour photographs will be accepted
Single image as well as images in series (up to 5 photos for each series) will be accepted
Only electronic photos and printed photos that have been converted into scanned documents will be 
accepted
All submitted images should be in JPEG format. The file size of each photo should be no larger than 
the recommended 15MB
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Only minor modifications to the photos will be allowed (brightness, contrast, saturation, etc.). No 
composite photos will be accepted
